rorism that I've come across in my reading:

» We need to stockpile antibiotics in major population areas
and train emergency workers to respond quickly to biolog-
ical attack. Perhaps some of those people in the criminal jus-
tice system who are doing community service could learn

€mergency response.

» We need to develop and deploy sensors in major cities that
will give us early warning that biological devices have been
detonated. Remember, these microbes can take a while to
spread, so any warning we have will help to save lives—

perhaps tens of thousands of them.
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» Prepare for the possibility of attack, to avoid total panic in ‘
case an attack does occur. Our adversaries understand that if
they are able to blindside us they will be much more likely
to succeed in blackmailing us.
